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Preamble of International
Conference

In recent years, sustainable local development has gained significant attention
policymakers in both developed and developing nations, given its vital role in empower
local communities—particularly those affected by poverty—and in fostering overa
national economic growth. As a result, countries increasingly prioritize specific strategic
sectors that align with rapidly evolving global challenges, notably the tourism sector.

According to the World Tourism Organization, international tourist arrivals reached
1.45 billion in 2024. The World Travel & Tourism Council (2023) reported that the travel
and tourism sector contributed 9.1% to the global GDP—representing only a 1.4% decline
compared to 2019—and projected to exceed 10% by 2024. Additionally, the sector
supports over 330 million jobs worldwide, with 27 million new jobs created in 2024 alone.

Ecotourism 1s considered one of the most dynamic and extensively researched forms
of tourism. It continues to attract a growing number of tourists due to increasing global
environmental awareness, a strong shift toward ecological preservation, and the emergence
of diverse eco-entrepreneurial initiatives. Consequently, ecotourism has surpassed other
tourism segments in terms of growth and demand. The global ecotourism market was
valued at 219.81 billion USD in 2024, with North America holding the largest market share
at 35.8%. The market 1s expected to reach 648.65 billion USD by 2033.

As nations seek to fulfil the multiple dimensions of sustainable local development
through sustainable ecotourism, entrepreneurship plays a pivotal role. It serves as a
catalyst for job creation, local investment stimulation, environmental protection, cultural
preservation, quality of life enhancement, infrastructure development, and mnovation.
These goals are often pursued through innovative pilot projects in various settings such as
forests, mountains, deserts, coastal areas, rural communities, and cultural heritage sites.

Several countries—such as Canada, the United States, Australia, Serbia, Italy, Costa
Rica, Kenya, Malaysia, China, Turkey, Egypt, and Saudi Arabia—have achieved
considerable progress in developing entrepreneurship-driven ecotourism. However,
