This is what makes Algerian initiatives at the regional
level fall under a traditional vision of a "third world" or "non-alignment" in a media
environment of its strategic and geopolitical vigilance which takes account of the policies of
identification with the great powers, which stem from considerations of international security
interests and diplomatic and economic purposes, not to mention that it has become an
important guide for its steps on the continent.
